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CENTRE  PANELS:   The two joined panels, carried          outside one of the rear sections and used to divide the double handling race.

4’  BLOCK  GATE:
The two pair of small gates used to control both ends of the double handling race

DRAFTING  GATES:    The gates at the front of the main unit used to control the three way draft.

SUPPORT  FRAMES:     The two ‘U’ shaped frames carried inside the main unit at the rear and used to brace the double handling race

SECURING  PINS:
      The four  ‘T’ shaped pins, carried on the side of the main unit above the right hand wheel and used to pin the support frames to the ground

TRANSPORT  BAR:         The single bar pinned across the centre of the main unit suring transportation to keep the unit rigid, remove for working yards.

WINCH BAR:     
The bar supporting the winch and which can be removed from the main unit complete with winch when the unit has been lowered for use 
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
